What Did Brigham Really Teach About the....
ADAM-GOD DOCTRINE?

Spencer W. Kimball said, “We warn you against the dissemination of doctrines which are not
according to the scriptures and which are alleged to have been taught by some of the General
Authorities of past generations. Such, for instance is the Adam-God theory.”1

Why did Spencer Kimball call it a theory when Brigham Young called it a doctrine? (please
see Sermon 1B and the Deseret News reprint portion on the back page). Not only that, but
Brigham reportedly said, ‘T have never yet preached a sermon and sent it out to the child-
ren of men, that they may not call Scripture.” (Journal of Discourses, Volume 13, p. 95)

Those who would be quick to explain away Brigham’s sermons should first consider Bruce
R. McConkie’s startling admission in a letter to Eugene England of B.Y.U. (Feb. 19, 1981):

Yes, President Young did teach that Adam was the father of our spirits, and all the related things that
the cultists ascribe to him. This, however, is not true. He expressed views that are out of harmony
with the gospel. But, be it known, Brigham Young also taught accurately ... What I am saying is, that
Brigham Young, contradicted Brigham Young, and the issue becomes one of which Brigham Young
we will believe. ... Yes, Brigham Young did say some things about God progressing in knowledge ...

2 One of the most revealing sermons that Brigham Young preached, was delivered on April, 9, 1852.
This is the discourse; of which you see two pages; on the previous page of this tract. In Mark E. Pe-
tersen’s book,* Adam, Who Is He?, the claim is made that Charles C. Rich heard Brigham say some-
thing different in a key portion of the sermon, than is recorded in the Journal of Discourses. In mak-
ing this claim, however, Mark E. Petersen has run afoul of L.D.S. Church Historian, Leonard J. Ar-
rington. The latter has written the book, Charles C. Rich, Mormon General and Western Frontiers-
man, B.Y.U. Press. He states that Rich left San Bernardino, California on March 24, 1852, for Salt
Lake Valley. He later returned to San Bernardino, making the trip in 22 days, *... “the quickest
trip on record.”” (p. 173). If this is true, it would have been impossible for Charles C. Rich to have
arrived in Salt Lake City in time to hear Brigham’s sermon. Also, why was the portion of
the sermon, that is in question, reprinted from the Journal of Discourses, without change
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if it is only to the extent of a hair's
breadth. And if he caonot keep a
person this side the Gospel line, he
will walk with that individual on the
line and strive to push him over.

That is so invariably the case that
people need eyes to see, and under-
standing to know how to diseriminate
between the things of God and the
things that are not of Him. Will
this people learn® T am happy and
Joyful. L am thankful, and can say of
a truth, brethren and sisters, that the
manifestations of goodness from this
people are not to be compared, in my
opinion, with those from any other
peopla upon the face of the whole
earth since the days of Fuoch.

Old Isracl, in all their travels, wan-
derings, exercises, powers, and keys of
the [I'riesthood,

never came nigh
enough to the path this people have
walked in to see them in thenr obedi-

ence that was and is required by the
Gospel.  Yeu there are thousands of
wenknesses and overt acts in some of
this people, which render us wore or
less obnoxious to cach other.

Still, you may search all the history
extant of the children of lIsracl, or
that of any people that ever lived on

The teachings given us from Sab-
bath to Sabbath must be learned and
lived before we can enjoy the king-
dom of God in its fulness.

You
will say, “Yes, just as much as we
need a candle to enable us to see to
walk in our streets at noonday.” A
person that is filled with the Spirit
knows just as much as he has occasion
to know ; for the Spirit of our Ged is
a Spirit of revelation.

The time has arrived when we have
either to be trodden under foot by our
enemies and die, or to defend our-
selves and our rights; and which will
it be? Every man and woman feel
their hearts fail them when they think
of submitting to the oppression and
unlawful abominations practised by our
enemies, and sought by them to be
introduced into our society; and we
will not submit to such wicked and
anlawful treatment, whether it comes
from United States or unijted hell, for
the terms are synonymous as the
Government is now conducted. I tell
you and I tell our enemies that we
are here, and we intend to stay
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here. [The congregation responded,
Amen.”] They have a job on hand,
if they persist in their efforts to de-
prive American citizens of their rights.

In the sermon shown on the first paﬁe, we see that the Father who has 3

51st page, he is identified as “our Father in Heaven.” (Adam had “bis Fatber in heaven” (p. 50).

Sermon A of page 2, declares that our father Adam wasn’t made from the dust of this earth.

Joseph Fielding Smith taught that Adam was made from the dust of this earth (Doctrines of Sal-
vation, Vol. 1, p. 90). Clearly, Brigham taught that Adam had already attained to exaltation, be-
fore he came to this earth! In the first page sermon (p. 50), Adam is said to have come into the
garden of Eden with a celestial body, with one of bis wives, Eve. Brigham makes the same claim
in the last sermon shown on this paper; even plainly stating that Adam had already received bis
exaltation (i.e., had become a God). Although there is an “Eloheim” over Adam (see the
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NECESSITY, ETC.

earth like this—know how to people
that earth, how to redeem it, how to
sanctify it, and how to glorify it, with
those who live upon it who hearken
to our counsels.

The Father and the Son have at-
tained to this point already ; I am on
the way, and so are you, and every
faithful servant of God.

One of the greatest queries on the
minds of the Saints-is to understand
the nature, the principle of the foun-
dation of our existence. To say
nothing about what has been, if you
will follow out that which is before
you, you can learn all about it. I bave
2 notion to tell you, though I have
not time to say much about it now.
I will, however, just tell to you the
simple story relating to the exaltation
of man in the celestial kingdom of
God. We will take Joseph for in-
stance : he is faithful to his calling—
hias filled his mission to this earth, and
sealed his testimony with his blood ;
he has done the work his Father
gave him to do, and will goon come to
the resurrection. His spirit is waiting
for the résurrection of the body, which
will soon be. But has he the power to
yesurrect that body? He bas not.
Who hss this power? Those that
have already passed through the resur-
rection—who have been resurrected in
their time and season by some person
else, and have been appointed to that
authority just as you Klders have with
regard to your authority to vaptise.

Yon have not the power to baptise
yourselves, neither have you power to
Tesurrect yourselves; and you could
not legally baptise a second person for
the remission of sins until some per-
pon first baptised you and ordained
you to this authority. So with those
that hold the keys of the resurrection
to resurrect the Saints. Joseph will
come up in his turn, receive his body
again, and continue his mission.in the
eternal worlds until he carries it out
to perfection, with all the rest of the

m
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faithful, to be made perfect with those
who have lived before, and those who
shall live after; and when the work is
finished, and it is offered to the
Father, then they will be crowned
and receive keys and powers by which
they will be capable of organizing
worlds. What will they organize first?
Were I to tell you, I should certainly
spoil all the baby resurrection that
Elder Hyde and others ever preached,
as sure as the world.

After men have got their exaltations
and their crowns—havo become Gods,
even the sons of God—are made Kings
of kings and Lords of lords, they
have the power then of propagating
their specieg in spirit; and that is the
first of their operations with regard to
organizing a world. Power is then
given to them to organize the ele-
ments, and then commence the orga-
nization of taberpacles. Ilow can
they do it? Have they to go to that
earth? Yes, an Adam will have to
go thero, and he cannot do_ without
Eve; he must have Eve tocommence
the worl of generation, and they will
go into the garden, and continue to
cat and drink of the fruits of the cor-
roreal world, until this grosser matter
is_diffused suficiently through their
celestial bodies to euabl: them, ac-
eording to the established laws, to
produce mortal tubernacles for their
spiritual children.

This is a key for you. The faithful
will become Gods, even the sons of
God ; but this does not overthrow the
idea that we have a father. Adam is
my father; (this I will explain to you
at some future time ;) but it does not
prove that he is not my father, if I
become a God : it does not prove that
I have not a father.

I am on the way to become one of
those characters, and am nobody in
the world but Brigham Young. I
never have professed to be brother
Joeeph, but brother Brighawm, trying
todo good' to this people. 1 am no
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birth of that man. He was fore-
ordained in eternity to preside over
this last dispensation, as much so as
Pharaoh was fore-ordained to be a
wicked man, or a8 was Jesus to be the
Baviour of the world because he was
the oldest son in the family.

Abraham was ordained to be the
father of the faithful,—that is, he was
ordained to come forth at a certain
period ; and when he had proved him-
self faithful to his God, end would re-
sist the worship of idols, and trample
them under his feet in the presence
of their king, and set up the worship
of the true God, he obtained the
appellation of ** father of the faithful.”
* For whom he did foreknow he also
did predestinate to be conformed to
the image of his Son.” He knew,
millions of years before this world was
framed, that Pharaoh would be a
wicked man. He saw—he under-
stood ; his work was before him, and
he could see it from the beginning to
the end. Aund so scrutinizing, pene-
trating, and expanded are his visions
end knowledge, that not even a hair
of our head can fall to the ground un-
noticed by him. He foreknew what
Joseph, who wae sold into Egypt,
would do. Joseph was foreordained to
be the temporal saviour of his father's
house, and the seed of Joseph are
ordained to be the spiritual and tem-

ral saviours of all the house of

srael in the latter days. Joseph's
soed has mixed itself with all the seed
of man upon the face of the whole
earth. The great majority of those
who are now before me are the descen-
dants of that Joseph who was sold.
Joseph Smith, junior, was foreordained
to come through the loins of Abraham,
Tsaac, Jacob, Joseph, and so on down
through the Prophets and Apostles ;
end thus he came forth in the last
days to tb; :kmininu:h of salvation, and

4 The “grand plan,” as Brigham saw it, was that those who attained to exaltation, would first create
their species in spirit (i.e., bave spirit-children); then organize an earth; then become an Adam (or
an Eve) for that earth. They would go into ‘“‘the garden” (every earth would apparently have a Gar-
den of Eden), and “‘eat and drink of the fruits of the corporeal world,” until their celestial bodies be-
came mortal. THEN they could produce mortal bodies for the spirit-children they had ALREADY
created BEFORE they came to that earth! DOES THIS SOUND FARFETCHED? Look at Sermon
C. There it is in a nutshell; the “‘grand plan,” so to speak. Only part of the evidence is shown here.
