When Christ died on the cross, God made
a statement about the priesthood and He
made it loud and clear. In the Old
Testament, the only access the people
had to the presence of God was in the
Holy of Holies of His temple through the
priesthood. When Christ died, God
showed once and for all that everyone
now had access directly into the presence
of God through the shed blood of Jesus
Christ. He symbolized this by tearing the
veil that separated the Holy of Holies
from top to bottom (notice not bottom to
top as man would do), opening the way
directly into His presence. God has
opened the way for each and every
believer to have direct access to Him
through Jesus Christ.
